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Creating A All-Rep Remote Site From a 

WINSALES 3.x/4.x SQL Server Database

This document helps users with SQL Server database who work with remote synchronization work around the WS Administrator being unable to create all-rep remote site databases (WINSALES 5.0 creates all-rep remote sites without issue). 

To create an all-rep remote, (full copy of the database), you will want to open Access 2.0 ideally (or Access97 or 2000 if you do not have Access 2.0) and create a NEW blank database saved someplace with plenty of free space.  Remember to do this on a FAST machine for performance purposes.

Next open the SQL database using Access97 or 2000 through an ODBC connection.  You will need to select each table in Access and then choose File + Export, then export the DATA and STRUCTURE of each table to the new Access2.0 database (or Access97 or 2000 if necessary), you have created.  If you did this using Access2.0, skip the next part about exporting from Access97 to Access2.0.

Once that is complete you will need to Export and Import all the data to an Access2.0 database using the same instructions as above.  If you do not have Microsoft Access2.0 you can purchase it at used software stores or websites.

Once you have the Access2.0 database built, go to the WS_SITE table and take note of the site name you want to create a database for, and what the NextDataID, Shortname, and SiteID are.  Then open the WINSALES table and change the SiteID, ShortName, and NextDataID to match what you found in the site table.  Rename the database to be a *.WSD file and you are ready to use this with WinSales.
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
