In Windows 95 and 98 (version 4.10.1998) if the START menu (where you’re START button and open programs are shown) is not at the bottom of the screen WinSales will not work properly.  Users will be able to log into the database, but as soon as they try to FIND or SAVE any data the program will lock up.  Moving the START menu to the bottom of the screen will get WinSales to respond properly.

This is not an issue in Windows NT or Windows 2000.
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
