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Order Of Search Results On FIND In SQL Database

Problem: In a WinSales SQL Server database when searches are done by filling in a value on a window and clicking find the order that the results comes back in is not order entered.

Solution: In a SQL server database search results are not order entered as in a Microsoft Access database.  This means in WinSales (as an example) in a Access database if you clicked FIND on a clear contact window to find all records you would have 1 of the total number, and the first record would be the first record entered into the database (with the lowest ID).  As you click the > arrow to flip through these records you are seeing them in the order entered, and going to SEARCH + GOTO + LAST takes you to the last record, which is the most recently entered contact.  If you were to click FIND on a clear contact window in a SQL Server database the contact records would not be ordered by entry date, so the first contact listed could be any contact, and as you flip through the records there will be no logical order.  If you\\ou are doing large searches that require the data be ordered in a certain way we recommend using the Workbench to build queries where users can specify the Sort Order of the records returned.
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
