Problem: Attempting to log into a WinSales SQL Server database using any module of WinSales yeilds one of the two below messages where the login fails because the user is not associated with a trusted SQL Server connection :
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Solution: This issue is caused by SQL Server being configured to authenticate passwords using the WINDOWS ONLY method. When working with WinSales SQL Server databases the server must be configured to authenticate based on SQL Server and Windows as shown below. This is set by opening SQL Server Enterprise Manager and right clicking on the server and choosing PROPERTIES and the SECURITY tab.
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
