Problem: How can I control the DATE and TIME on a ACTIVITY in WINSALES so that when I change the STATUS of the activity to RESOLVED or CANCELLED the DATE & TIME changes to current system date and time, or stays the date & time the activity was scheduled for.
Solution:  In WINSALES you can use the AdjustDateTime USER SETTING on the GENERAL tab to control the date on an activity when you are changing the status to resolved or cancelled.  When activity is resolved or canceled if the AdjustDateTime setting is 1 the date and time on the activity get changed to the current system date and time. If the AdjustDateTime setting is 0 the date and time are unchanged. 

The AdjustDateTime setting aplies to all Activities in the WINSALES database. You cannot specify some activities to use this setting and others to ignore it.
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
